1. Written in this letter (1 John) are the basic facts you need 
to know and understand about ___JESUS_____. 
 

2.  Question 1 of the Westminster Catechism asks, “What is 
the chief end of man?”  The answer is, “Man’s chief end is to 
__GLORIFY___ God, and to __ENJOY____ Him forever.” 
 

3. John knows Christ because he __PHYSICALLY____ and 
spiritually experienced Jesus.   
 

4.  “For many deceivers have gone out into the world, those 
who do not acknowledge Jesus Christ as coming in the 
____FLESH_____.  This is the deceiver and the antichrist.” 
2 John 7 
 

5. The doctrine of the incarnation has, from the beginning, 
been a ___BENCHMARK______ of true faith and spiritual 
reality.  
 

6. Fellowship or koinonia means a personal experience of 
sharing something significant in __COMMON__ with others.   

7. 1 John 2:23 makes clear that fellowship with God comes 
____ONLY____ through Jesus Christ, His Son. 
 

8. The deeper and stronger you want your fellowship to be, 
the more theology must be shared.  The theology of God 
cultivates fellowship.  This is not ____LEGALISM____ but 
living the truth as revealed by God. 
 

9.  Question 2 of the Westminster Catechism asks, “What 
rule hath God given to direct us how we may glorify and 
enjoy him?”  The answer is, “The ___WORD___ of God, 
which is contained in the scriptures of the Old and New 
Testaments, is the only rule to direct us how we may glorify 
and enjoy him.”    
 

10. It is not only permissible but also necessary to first 
pursue your own ___DELIGHT___ in fellowship with Christ 
and then to pursue delight in fellowship with others. 
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
