1. “But to all who did receive him, who __ BELIEVED_ in his 
name, he gave the right to become children of God.”  Jn 1:12 
 

2.  “Paul, an _APOSTLE__ of Christ Jesus by command of 
God our Savior and of Christ Jesus our hope…” I Tim. 1:1 
 

3. The Bible’s historical, linguistic and theological structure 
confirms its content as the __ONLY_ unchanging truth over 
the millennia.  
 

4.  “You then, my child, be strengthened by the grace that is 
in Christ Jesus, and what you have __HEARD__ from me in 
the presence of many witnesses entrust to faithful men who 
will be able to teach others also.”  2 Timothy 2:2 
 

5.  We are to __HOLD_ fast to God’s truth in a world that 
works hard to avoid the truth. 
 

6. The church’s calling is to uphold the __WORD_ of God.  
Therefore, the church has the responsibility to love and 
serve even those who deny God and their sin.  
 

7.  Paul is claiming to be an apostle on the same level as 
those who walked with Christ and whom Christ _NAMED_ 
as his apostles.   
 

8. We also did not _BELIEVE__ yet God arranged for the 
Holy Spirit to regenerate our souls to bring us to faith.  
 

9. “You will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come 
upon you, and you will be my __WITNESSES___ in 
Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of 
the earth.”  Acts 1:8 
 

10. The speaking of eternal _TRUTH__ brings eternal life 
through the power of God’s word. 
 

11.  “Go therefore and make __DISCIPLES___ of all nations, 
baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and 
of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I have 
commanded you.  And behold, I am with you always, to the 
end of the age.”  Matthew 28:19-20    
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
