4.  If the immeasurable love of God causes you to be born 
again and gives you new spiritual life in union with Jesus 
Christ, you ___KNOW___ that when He appears you will be 
like Him. You __KNOW__ you will enter the kingdom of God. 
 

5. The new birth and all of its effects, including faith and 
justification, purification and final conformity to Christ in 
heaven, would be impossible without the incarnation, the 
earthly _____LIFE___ of Jesus. 
 

6. _FAITH____ is evidence of our new birth. 
 

7. “And the Word became __FLESH__ and dwelt among us, 
and we have seen his glory, glory as of the only Son from 
the Father, full of grace and truth.  For from his fullness we 
have all received grace upon grace.”  John 1:14,16
