ENTRUST, OBEY, CONSIDER 2 Timothy 2:1-7

1. In our society few consider spiritual soundness an essential part of life.
Yet without it, a person SUFFERS in their present and future eternal life.

2. A parent’s JOB is to provide strong, sound spiritual nourishment so that
his/her children will grow into a strong, thriving Christian despite living in a
world of sin and destruction.

3. Each generation has its own TEACHERS but the doctrine stays the
same, for Biblical truth is unchanging.

4. “You will receive POWER when the Holy Spirit has come upon you,
and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria,
and to the end of the earth.” Acts1:8

5. “O Timothy, guard the deposit ENTRUSTED to you. Avoid the
irreverent babble and contradictions of what is falsely called ‘knowledge’,
for by professing it some have swerved from the faith.” 1 Timothy 6:20-21
