Main Paint
Here in Exodus 12 we see God reveal His signature move: 
sovereignly saving His chosen people from His just wrath for the 
purpose of magnifying His name and His glory in all the earth. Here 
in this ancient book, written 2500 years ago, God in His sovereign 
grace and HIs covenant love for Israel, devised a plan to show mercy 
to His people and still satisfy His wrath. God requires death for sin, 
and in Exodus 12 we see that God provides what God requires. That 
is the message of this passage and this sermon, God provided what 
God required: a substitute sacrifice to die for His people.

God’s Substitute Slaughtered
8 ‘They shall eat the flesh that same night, roasted with fire, 
and they shall eat it with unleavened bread and bitter herbs. 9 
‘Do not eat any of it raw or boiled at all with water, but rather 
roasted with fire, both its head and its legs along with its 
entrails. 10 ‘And you shall not leave any of it over until 
morning, but whatever is left of it until morning, you shall 
burn with fire. 11 ‘Now you shall eat it in this manner: with 
your loins girded, your sandals on your feet, and your staff in 
your hand; and you shall eat it in haste it is the Lord’s 
Passover.



God’s People Saved - vs 12-13



God’s People Saved

12 ‘For I will go through the land of Egypt on that 
night, and will strike down all the firstborn in the 
land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all 
the gods of Egypt I will execute judgments—I am the 
Lord.



God’s People Saved
